Ideas for phonic activities at home: 

When you are asking your child to do something, break down one of the words, but ensure it only has 3 parts. E.g. Can you pull up your z – i - p?
Can you get your c – oa –t ?

We are securing our number sense by subitising numbers to 5, reciting and reordering numbers 0-10, finishing the 5 on the five frame and developing our knowledge of part/whole.
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
