	Conversation Starters  – ‘Would you rather pack an alien or a grumpy fairy in your suitcase?’

	We will be extending our circling mark making and colour mixing skills and applying them to watercolour painting. 
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This week we will be beginning to develop understanding of Alliteration . Alliteration is when several words begin with the same initial sound. For example phone, fish, flower, frog, 
Ideas for phonic activities at home: 

Select a number of objects from around the house that all begin with the same initial sound. Play hide and seek with the objects and then say, for example, “I have found a cap, coat, key and cup. The children need to hear and isolate the initial phoneme (sound) from the rest of the word.  Repeat with other objects/phonemes. Ask your child what sound logs they have already learnt and perhaps you could start with those.
