Activities based on the interests of the children….
	We are learning about the JHSW Values and Behaviour Expectations. We have already thought about being the best that we can be, belonging and perseverance and collaboration. 
This week we will be thinking about Good Manners – We will be learning concept of being polite in the way that we speak to others saying please, thank you, excuse me. 
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Our behaviour expectation for this week is Do be polite and do be gentle. 

We will also be continuing to learn about how to look after our classroom and each other, to work hard and to be kind and helpful.

We will also be reading familiar stories from our classroom.

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We will be subitising groups of objects (0-3). We will practice trying to say how many things we can see without counting.
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	We will be playing  ‘Bananas for Dinner’ which is a listening game and in circle time playing other Communication and language games.
