We will also be exploring how we can represent numbers, such as using our fingers, drawnig 5 things, clapping 5 times. 
	Expressive arts and design          
The children will role - play  being astronauts and construct/build rockets. They will be encouraged to plan, build and describe their constructions. 
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They will also be making rockets from recycled materials.  
	Phonics 
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This week we will be continuing to develop our ‘Phonological Awareness’ by listening to “robot talk” for a word and then identifying the correct word.  E.g. I say C - -a – t. Can you point to that picture?

Ideas for phonic activities at home:

Can you get your c – oa –t ?
Please can you clean your t – ee - th?
