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We will continue to subitise groups of objects (0-3). We will practice trying to say how many things we can see without counting.
	The Nursery Rhyme of the week is ‘Jack and Jill’
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Our Creative focus this week is making small books learning how to use a stapler safely.
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	Listening Len is our supersonic phonic friend. With his help we are learning to be good listeners. In the classroom we have a puppet and we have learnt some new games which your children may tell you about.
